4. FUEL STRAINER

Turn the fuel valve OFF.

Remove the fuel cup, O-ring and filter screen,
draining the gasoline into a suitable container.

Gasoline is flammable and is explosive
under certain conditions. Do not smoke
ar allow flames or sparks near the equip-
ment while draining fuel.

Wash the cup and filter screen in clean non-
flarnmable or high flash point solvent,

Reinstall the screen, aligning the index marks
on the fuel valve body and filter screen. Install
a new O-ring into the fuel valve body. Rein-
stall the fuel cup, making sure the new O-ring
is in place.

Hand tighten the fuel cup. Torgue to specifi-
cation.

TORQUE: 0.3-0.5 kg-m (2—4 ft-Ib)

After installing, turn the fuel valve ON and
check that there are no leaks.

Operation at any altitude lower than
5,000 feer (1,500 m) with the carbure-
tors adfusted for high altitudes may
cause the engine to idle roughly and
stall.

When the vehicle is to be operated continu-
ously below 5,000 feet {1,500 m), turn each
pilot screw counterclockwise to its original
position against its stop. Adjust the idle speed
to 1,000% 100 rpm. Be sure to do these ad-
justrments at low altitude.

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8. VALVE CLEARANCE

NOTE: Inspect wvalve clearance while the
engine is cold (below 352C; 959F),

Remove the fuel tank, side covers, tachometer
cable and spark plug caps. Drain the engine
ail.

Lean the motorcycle to the right and left to
drain residual oil from the cylinder head, then
remove the cylinder head cover.

Removeasthe AC generator cover.

Rotate the crankshaft clockwise to align index
mark # 1 on the exhaust camshaft right end
with the forward cylinder head mating surface.
Measure the clearance of the No. 1 and No. 3
exhaust valves by inserting a feeler gauge be-
tween the camshaft and the valve lifter shim.

Rotate the crankshaft clockwise and align in-
dex mark # 2 with the forward mating sur-
face. Check the clearance of the MNo. 1 and
Mo. 3 intake valves.

Rotate the crankshaft clockwise and align in-
dex mark # 1 with the rear cylinder head
mating surface. Measure the clearance of the
Mo. 2 and No. 4 exhaust valves.

Rotate the crankshaft once more and align in-
dex mark # 2 with the rear mating surface.
Measure the No. 2 and Mo. 4 intake valve
clearances,
